All students attending
classes must have their hair securely pulled back into a bun, with bobby pins and hair net.

 Students may wear any leotard or tutu dress they wish as long as it is not distracting to
them or other students. All skirts must be attached. Pink ballet shoes and black tap shoes are to be
worn for all classes. Tights are optional.

 Students may wear any solid color leotard they wish. Pink ballet
shoes (Bloch brand preferred), tan jazz shoes, contemporary shoes (optional), and black tap shoes
are to be worn. Pink tights must be worn for all classes. Black Capezio shorts are optional for
elective classes.
